FINAL DETAILS FOR CAST
To all cast and parents,

We are down to the last week and looking forward to a very unique and special
performance week. To make this a success for all of us it is important to make sure that
everyone has the same information. To this end | have created this letter AND a check
list for you to keep at home. Please take the time to read through the details here and
PLEASE put the details on your calendars. Now is the time to get any final pieces of
costume or makeup collected, bought, or borrowed. It is important that all these details
are complete and at school by April 29th.

Students are expected to attend the rehearsals and all scheduled show times. As the
April 27th is a formerly unscheduled rehearsal, it may not work with everyone’s regular
schedule. If you cannot make it to this rehearsal ONLY, please make sure you let Mrs.
Schoenfelder know in person.

Cast must be fully dressed with makeup complete 30 minutes prior to show time.

MAKEUP KIT NEEDS: Every cast member needs a personal makeup kit. Without
makeup under theatre lighting, faces wash out and features blend. Some makeup is too
personal to share. Each student should provide a ziplock bag with their name clearly
labeled on it. Contents: lipstick (colour appropriate to character i.e. crabs - brown,
sharks - red etc...), EITHER dark mascara OR false eyelashes (dollar store variety), 1
dark eye liner pencil, blush)

*** your completed and labeled kit should be delivered to Mrs. Schoenfelder by April
29th. It will be put into the appropriate kit for rehearsals and shows.

COSTUME NEEDS: All students have been told the items they need to provide for their
costumes. Most things are showing up but some students are still not prepared. Your
costume needs should be brought to Brooklyn by Monday the 26th in a clearly labeled
bag. Itis the responsibility of the student to put their own items back in their bag after
each rehearsal. The bags will be stored on stage at the Brooklyn Gym. The checklist
has a complete list for each character. Thank you in advance for being prepared.
